It is crucial for the believer to trust the gospel and 
everything it teaches, (2 Tim. 3:16-17). 
Repentance and renunciation of all the occult, New Age, cult 
experiences, and also all known sin, (Acts 26:18; 2 Cor. 
6:17). 
 
Obedience to God and His Holy Word, and seeking for power 
of the Holy Spirit, (Lk. 11:13; 24:49; Acts 1:4-14; 2:38-39; 
5:32). 
 
Total submission to God, walk and live in the Spirit, (Rom. 
8:1-2, 8:10, 13-16; Gal 5:16-26; Col. 3:17). 
 
Pray in faith, (Jam. 1:5-8; Heb. 11:6). 
 
Know your position in Christ, (Eph. 2-6). See my books, New 
Creation, from Curses to Blessings, Vol. I and Vol. II. 
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Learn to use the name of Jesus in accordance with the Word 
of God, (Acts 3:16; 4:12; Jn. 14: 12-15; 16:23-26; Col. 3:17; 
Jn. .15:7-16; 13:35). 
 
INCREDIBLE SPIRITUAL POWER 
It is true Jesus Christ left breathtaking spiritual authority to 
His church. "And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, 
All power is given to me in heaven and in earth. Go ye 
therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name 
of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. 
Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have 
commanded you: I lo am with you alway, even unto the end 
of the world, Amen," (Matt. 28:18:20). 
 
This "Great Commission" is our marching order in 
evangelism. It is worldwide in its scope. Sin-deep in its 
each. Heaven-high in his hope and eternity long in the 
duration of its results. 
 
Jesus said in (Matt. 12: 23-33) that Satan is not going to let 
anyone destroy his house without putting up a strong fight. 
He must be neutralized before a Christian can release his 
captives, Jesus asks this penetrating question "how can 
anyone enter a strongman's house and carry off his 
possession unless he first tie up the strongman?" 
 
Then Jesus told us that we could enter his house in the 
Word. "Or else how can one enter into a strong man's house, 
and spoil his goods, except he first bind the strongman? and 
then he will spoil his house," (Matt. 12:29). 
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Indeed binding the strongman is the first basic Principle of 
Spiritual warfare In fact, before any warfare opposing power 
and principalities and wicked rulers and evil spirits can be 
won to release the nation, cities, individual, family, the 
strongman must be bound to be defeated. 
 
The most powerful spiritual weapon is binding and loosing 
the strongman. Jesus said, (Matt 18:18-20): "Verily I say 
unto you, Whatsoever ye shall bind on earth shall be bound 
in heaven: and whatsoever ye shall loose on earth shall be 
loosed in heaven. 19 "Again I say unto you, That if two of 
you shall agree on earth as touching any thing that they 
shall ask, it shall be done for them of my Father which is in 
heaven. 20 For where two or three are gathered together in 
my name, there am I in the midst of them." 
 
Once Satan's power is bound, Jesus enters freely into his 
house and carries off Satan's possessions. It happens 
through you speaking to the demons, by the Word of God, 
in the name of Jesus. It is you acting in spiritual authority 
that Jesus delegated to His believers. He, sitting at the right 
hand of the Father, releases His power to you to defeat the 
Devil. The territory is delivered and Satan loses control. It 
works by a partnership between you and Jesus to defeat the 
Demons. 
 
Binding Satan's powers then Jesus enters freely enters into 
his house and carries off Satan's possessions. 
 
1.  The territory is delivered and Satan loses control. 
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2.   The Greek word for spoil occurs in two forms, Diapazo 
and harapzo, which means "an intensive spoiling, plunder 
and snatching away." 
 
3. In (Lk. 11-22), the Greek word Skulon, conveys "arms 
stripped from a foe." 
 
Putting it simply, Satan is stripped of his weapons, (Lk. 
11:21,22). 
 
4.   The Greek word Deo means literally ties or fasten, to 
arrest or paralyze. The Christian reclaims everything that he 
has stolen. 
 
5.   Another words, Christians aggressively binding the 
power of demons and prohibits them from the carry forward 
their assignments. 
 
Gary Kinnaman develops this theological foundation for 
binding and loosing: "The use of the phrase binding and 
loosing did not, in fact, originate with Jesus. It was a 
frequent expression of first century Jewish rabbinical 
dialect.   
 
According to Alexander Bruce in the Expositors Greek New 
Testament to bind and loose (Greek, deo and luo meant 
simply "to prohibit and to permit," that is to establish the 
Jewish religious authorities at the time of Christ retained to 
establish guidelines for or keys to, religious practice and 
social interaction. 
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But deo (to bind, tie) also expresses supernatural control. In 
(Lk. 13 15-16) Jesus rebuked a Jewish leader. 
15 "The Lord then answered him, and said, Thou hypocrite, 
doth not each one of you on the Sabbath loose (Greek: Luo, 
loose, untie) his ox or his ass from the stall, and lead him 
away to watering?" (Lk. 13:15-16). 
 
16 “And ought not this woman, being a daughter of Abraham, 
whom Satan hath bound, (Greek: deo, bound) lo, these 
eighteen years, be loosed (Greek: Luo, loose) from this bond 
on the Sabbath day?" 
 
THE MINISTRY
