Rick Warre n treated Saddeback Church
as well aspastorsfrom acrossthe country to afull length preview a week before the [2canber
9 opening. And the tidal waveof praise hassilenced mog contrary voices?

(Lk. 13:3), “I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent , ye shall alllikewise perish.”

(I Pet. 2:1-3), describes the methods of the end-time false ministers. “But there were false
prophets al'so among the people even as there shall be fal se teachers among you, you privily shall
bringin damnabl e heresies, even denying the Lord that bought them, and bring upon themsel ves swift
destruction. And many shall follow there pernicious ways; by reason of whom the way of the truth
shall be evil spoken of. And through covetousness shall they with feigned words make merchandise
of you: whose judgment now o along time lingereth not, and their damnation slumbereth not.”

What are these Christian leaders proroting? Iniquity. They are promoting Iniquity.
Jesus saidn (Matt 7:21-24 21),'Not everyone that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into
the kingdom of heawen; but hethat doeh the will of my Father which is in heaven. 22 Many
will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophegedin thy name? And in thy name
have cag out devils?And in thy name donemany wonde ful works? 23 And then will | profess
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unto them, | never knew you depart from me, ye hat work iniq uity.”

The apostle Peter indicated that many would caomein the name of Christ, yet deny Him
as both Lord and Savior. The apostle also said that these same apostates would make merchandise
of the members of the churches. In other words, like the Nicolatians, they would use the money to
gain advantage (Rev. 2).

FANTASY STORIES

The Chroniclesof Narnia is acollection o seven fantasy sories. The jacket cover says,
“Here is your pasgort to a most extraordinary excursion into magical lands and encharied
happenings.If you’'venever been to Narnia, you can enter it for the fir st time with any of the
booksbelow. . .

The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobeis thefirst in this so-called “Christian” series of
occult books br children. The title, itself, shodd be a tip offto adiscerning Christian. How can
a Christian bodk have such an accult label?

Thegory involvesfour children whostep through a magic war drobe (a portal witchcr aft
doorway) into the occult land of Narnia. Narnia is populated by talking animals who have
equal status wth humans. (Sounds like New Age?) The landof Narnia is ruled by the White
Witch wh o makesthe land alwaysto bewinter. The land is populated with ghouls, werewolves
and all manner of evil creatures siding with the witch. The witch has powerful magical powers
and is ableto turn all of her enemesinto stone. Thewickedwitch tricks oneof the children into
coming over to her sde, and the aher children must resue him.

Aslan, a hugelion and the son of he great emperor of the north, is the only ore who can
sd things right in Narnia. He negatiates with the witch for the sdvation o one of the childr en.
He must die to save the child. ? He is sacrificed upon an altar. This is exactly how wizard,
witches andSatanistsacrifice their animals. Renember Jesus was sacri€ed on the Cross for
our sins

However, Aslan does not stay dead, he has a resugion and saves theday. Aslan
respands to the question of what it all meanswith, “It meansthat though the Witch knew the
Dee Magic, there isamagic deeperstill which shedid not know.” Eventually, the White Witch
is destroyed and spng returns to Narnia.®

Obviously, thereis asalvation messagéen all of that, but is it the message of Jesus Christ?
Obviously not. It is the salvation masage of arocault, New Age lion that has, not on{y more
powers than a human, but enough pwer to rival our Savior in the eyes of youg readers. *

Aslan is not the Lion of the tribe of Judah, we know as Jesus Christ. According the
Dictionary of Mythology, Folklore, and Symbolsby Gertrude Jobs,thesunis “The adiveor male
principl e in nature, warderer, lion, gold, symbolized by the bowand arrow.” ®

J. E.Cirlot’s definition of Apollo is sointeresting. “A pollo in mythology and alchemy, his
spiritual and symbolic significance isdentical with that of th e sun. The spreading golen hairs
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which crown the god’s head have the same meaning as the bow ard arrow (Sun rays). The
Greek namefor Apollo is Apollon, which means‘fr omthedepths d the lion” and expresses the
meaningful relationship of the sun with the fifth sign of the Zodiac, Leo.”®

So there!Aslan is actually a solar deity- and not an aalogy of Jesus Christ. ’

C. S. LEWIS TESTIMONY

Who is thisman, and whatwerehis beliefs that he should b touted as sich a monumental
Christian? C. S.Lewis (1898-1963) was acollegeprofessa, and author, and had his owvn radio
broadcast formany years. He wasinto paganism an atheist,who converted to theism and later
professal Christianity. His mog notable work, for which he haswon much acclaim, is Mere
Christianity. The author bagcally desaibes the bodk’s intent as an dfort to st forth the
fundamentals that form the basis of Christianity, excluding all doctrines and opnions that are
not integral to Christianity (or, at least his definition of Christianity), thus, the name Mere
Christianity. The exclusion o all sudh dodrines dlows for the inclusion o all faiths.

Speaking abou Surprised by JoyLewis's spiritual autobiography, Mitchell adds,"Le wis
takes the etire book to get to theismand unpacks it carefully, but his actual movenment to
Christ happens inabout two or threesentences. That is dl he says. At theend of theday, Lewis
believed that in Christianity you are confronted with a pe son that you say either yes to or no
to..." 8

- Hewas an unwilling convert. Yo u may picture me alone in that room in Magdalen,
night after night, feeling, whenevermy mind lifted for even a seand from my work, the stexdy,
unrelenting approach of Him whom | so ernestly desired not to meet. That which | greatly
feared had a las comeupon me. In...1929 | gavein, andadmitted that God wasGod, and knelt
and prayed: perhapsthat night, the most dejeted and reluctant convet in all England.” (p.?)
[Emphags added.] (Jam. 219), “Thou bédievest that there is cne God; thou doeg well: the
devils also elieve, and trenble.” Claiming to believe inGod isnot conversion.What's more,
anyone who haseverbeen truly born againknows that the enotions that cornre to mnd are not
dejedion and reluctance at having to do so!

HIS TESTIMONY IN HIS OWN WORDS

C. S. Lewis tels us hewas being driven to Whipsnade on Surday morning. He says,
“W hen we %t out | did not beievethat JesusChrist is the Son d God, and when | r eached the
Zoo | did. Yet, | had not exactly spent the journey in thought. Nor in great emotion.
“Em otional” is perhaps the last word ve canapply to someof the most important events. It was
more like when aman, after a long deep, dill lying motionlessin bed, becomes avare that he
is now Or dothey differ at their maximum? At that maximum a man is whathe does, thereis
nothing of him left over or outside the act. As for what we commonly call Will, and what we
commonly call Emotion, | fancy these usually talkto loud, protest too much, to be quite
believed, and we have a scret suspicion that the great passion or theiron resdution is partly
a put-up job.”®
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“W hen we sd out | did not bdieve that Jesus Christ is the Son d God, and when |
reached the Zoo | did.* (This quote isa little unclear as to whether he believétbecause of nat
he sawin the zooor becauseof what he wasthink ing on the way. More information needed.)
At anyrateit does nd resanble Paul's testimony in (1Cor. 15:10), “But by the grace of God |
amwhat | am: and his grace which was bestowedpon me was rot in vain; but | lab oured more
abundantly than they all: yetnot I, but the grace of Gd which was with me.”

Well, that's it. His testimony of his supposelly conver sion by his ovn words wassimply
an recognition that he suddenly came to believe that “J esusChrist was he Son d God. It just
cameto him. He admits thathe had notemotion, nofeding, he gives amental as®nt. Friends,
no one fnds Jesus by their intellectual nmds. The Holy $irit reveals Jesus lg His Spirit to
our spirit. The Holy Spirit alw ays brings convction sin. He does ot just drop the reality of
Jesus into the human mind. No one canreceive Jesu<hrist with out repentance Repentance
comesin conversion when the Holy Spirit reveals Jesus Christ to us. You see how wretched we
are, standing in His Divine presece and hoiness.

C. S.Lewis degription of his* surpri seconversion of Joy,” showsthat hesimply became
awarethat JesusChristis theSon. Therewas no reaction,no canmitment. He smply sayshe
did not bdieve it one minute and then the next minute he did. This is not a description of a
traditional Christian conversion. Mill ions give Jesus this samitype of mental assentbut they
are not born again. You see, if C. S. kewis had ever really received Jesus and écane born
again, hewould haverepented by destroying hisdemonic witchcraft investigationsand writing
them for the destruction of children’s souls.

The Bible tells us to[Bring f orth ther efore fruits, (Matt 3:8)]. That is, the proper fruits
of reformation; the prope evidence that you are sincere. Do na bring your cunning and
dissimulation to this work; do na carry your hypocrisy into your professa repentance, but
evince your sincerity by forsaking sin,andthus gve evidence that this coming to Jordan to be
baptized is rot anact ofdissimulation. No discourse coulchavebeenmore appropriate or more
cutting. **

There sinply is no testimony of repentancefrom C. S. Lews’ testimony of his so-called
conversion to what fe calls “Christianity.” The Word of God says that acording to Jesus,’A nd
that repentance and remisson of sins dould be preached in his name among all nations,
beginning at Jerusalem” (LK. 24:47).Yes,repentanceis the very foundation of the Christian
faith. “Therefore leaving the principles d the dodrine of Christ, let usgoon unto pefection;
not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works, and of faith toward God,”
(Heb 6:1). The Bible teaches, without repentance, thereis nojustification for your sins

Millions saythat they believethat Jesus Qirist is the Son ofGod, born of Virgin, died on
the cross, bu they have nevereceivad Him as Savior. Theyare not born again.Becomning Born
Again is more than an just recognizing that JesuChrist is God, born in the flesh. It's
acknowledgment that you area snner andhaveneed of aSavior. It’'srepentancefromyour sins
and then giving Him your commitment aking Him to becone your persanal Savor. True
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repentanceis an inward thing which hasits sat in themind and heart, (Matt 3:8).'? Receiving
Jesus Christ as Lord is ot an intellectual process ofthe mind, believing His incarnation as God
in the flesh.

"Neither is ther e salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given
among men, whereby we must be saved,” (Acts 4:12).*3

C. S. Lews showed more anotion when hebecane a convert as a Theist (conversion to
belief in God) not to Christianity. He says, “the God in whom | surrendered was $eerly
nonhuman.”**

His “emotional reaction” w hen he became a Theist was greatethan the sudien beliefthat
Jesus was the San of God. Here's the way hetells of his sudden belief in Theism. “Y ou must
picture me alone in that roomin Magdalen, night after night, feeling, whateve my mind lifted
even for a sscond from my work, the steady, unrelenting approach of Him whom | soearnestly
desired notto meet. That which | greatly feared had at last cone upon me In the Trinity Term
of 1929 | gave in and adnitted that God wasGod, and knelt and prayed: perhapsthat night,
the mog dejected and reluctant convert in all England. | did not then seewhat is now the mos
shining and dbviousthing; the Divine humili ty which will accept aconvert even onsud terms.
The Prodigal Son at least walked home on his own feet. But who can duly adore that Love
which will open thehigh gates to a prodigal who is brought in kicki ng, struggling, resentful and
darting his eyes in ever direction for a chance of escape? . . ompel themto cone in, have
been so abused by wicked menthat we shudder at them; but, properly understood, they plumb
thedepth of theDivinemercy. The hardnessof God is kinder thanthe sdtness d men, and His
compulsion is our liberation.” ** In his book, Surprised byJoy, The Shape oMMy Early Life, he
gives Jesus exalyt one sentence in thergire story. You decide.

Proving the existenceof God by logic is meaningless to the Christian. To a éliever, God
is not “somehing” that exists, He is a Person. We do mt believe in His existence—we know
Him, and not by logc, but through faith. We have no ned to gve time to such doubtful
disputations, and the Bible teaches us to avoid themanyway. We need notéllow too hard after
those who engage, evesuccessiully, in them. 1

This author has leen in the evangelistic-deliveance, mracle ministry for thirty year s. |
have ministered to many people who have come out of paganismwitchcraft. Every sngle
person hadto renounceand repent fromthese errible infrin gements against the Rther before
they could enter he forgivenessof God’s mercy. After r enouncing and repentance they were
able to receivethe benefits offreedomin Jesus Christand His exemption by receiving remission
of their sins.l see nor ofthese marks from the testimony of C. S. Lews. As a natter of fact,
he brought paganisminto the church.

| do not seethis man renouncing his works of the Chronicles of Narnia that pronotes
violence and witchcraft to children. GOD HATES THOSE WHO PROMOTE VIOL ENCE.
Look at (Ps. 11:5,)“The LOR D trieth the righteous: bu the wicked and him that loveth
violence his souhateth.”

The enticing paganworlds nurture d by C. S Lewis andhis myth-making friends were
not inspired by God's Word or Spirit. Thosestories g ew out of a lifelong immersionin the
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beliefs,values rituals, languages anl lif estyles oformer pagancultures. C.S.Lewis himsdf --
even yearsafter professngfaith in Christ -- remained obsessal with thoseold myths. Asin his
famous 1931 Catholic "conversion" encouter with Tolkien he continued to suggest that
Christianity and paganismwere, in some ways, nutually supportive. Ponder his desciiption
of a 1960 vsit to Greece tree years before his death:

"I h ad someado to prevent Joy and ngself from relapsinginto Paganism inAttica! At
Daphni it was had not to pray to Appolo the Healer. But somehow onedidn’t feel it would
have been very wrong — would have only been addressing Christ sub specie Apollinius. We
witnessed a beautiil Christian village ceemony in Rhodes andhardly felt a discrepancy."’

As a matter of fad, hesays, Paganismistheorigin of religion. "P aganismhad been only
the childhood ofreligion . .. " *®(Jam. 1:27),“Pureréeligion and undefiled before God and the
Father is this, To vigt the fatherless and wdows in their affliction, and to keep himsdf
unspotted from the world.” It is blasphemy to claim that God's truth originated from
paganism!

WHAT ISSOME OF THE C. S. LEWISBIZARRE BELIEFS
Mere Christianity

Some heathen nay belong to God wihout knowing it. "T here are people in other
religions who ae being led by God's seret influence to concentrate on those parts of ther
religion which are in agreement with Christianity, and who thus bdong to Christ without
knowing it. For exanple a Buddhist of goodwill may beled to concentrate nore and more on
the Buddhist teaching abou mercy and toleave inthe background (though he might still say
he believed) the Buddist teaching on certain points. Many ofthe good Rigans lorg before
Christ's birth m ay have been in thé position." *° If the good pagansare going to heava
anyway, why in the world are we spendirg our time and moneyin sending out misionaries
and preading the Gospel?!Speaking of the Lord Jesus Christ,the Bible tells us clearly that
thereis anly oneway to besaved -- “Neither is there sdvation in any other: for thereis none
other name under heaven given ammng men, whereby we must be saved,” (Acs 4:12).

Lewis did not considerhimsdf a "new man." (2Cor. 5:17),“Thereforeif any man bein
Christ, heisanewcreature: old things are passed away; behdl, all things are becore new.”

Repertance is na necessay for sdvation. "This process d surrender...this willing
submission...is not soméhing God demands of you before He wil take you back...." *[Note
that salvation is a process.[Acts 20:21), “Te stifyi ng both to the Jews, and alsoto the Greeks,
repentancetoward God, and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ.” There is no salvation
without repentance If you are not sorry for your sin, you do not needa sacrifice and therefore
what reason would there beto be saved?I(k. 15:18), “I will ariseand go to my father, and will
say urto him, Father, | have sinned agaist heaven, and kfore theg 19 And am no nore
worthy to be calledthy son: make me asoneof thy hired servants.” Notice that the prodigal
son had dr eady repented before he started for home! This is probably the reason that Lewis
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claimed to be a réuctant convert. He believed ®&d took him before he becane willing. Sadly,
he apparently never did wilin gly submit to God in repentance

Thereis apurgatory after death in which wewill be purified. ". .. whatever inconceivable
purification it may cos you after death.” 2* (2Cor. 5:6) “Therefore we ae always confdent,
knowing that, whilstwe aeat homein thebody, weareabsent fromthelLord: 7 (For we wak
by faith, not by sght:) 8 We are confident,| say, and willin g rather to be absent fromthe body,
and to be preset with the Lord.”

Thereis apurgatory which we nust suffer after death. "I believein Purgatory.” Whi le
he claimed to not kelieve itis the extreme sufering that the Roman Church taught in earlier
eras, he held that our "sous dermand Purgatory..." in order to make thempure enough br
heaven. This idea is no daubt based on his heesy of sdvation being a mntinuing and
incomplete thing. He does "assme that the process of ptfication will normally involve
suffering.” He likens i to being given a nouth wash ater having a tooth pulled. "This," he
says, "wi Il bePurgatory. Therinsing may take longer than | can now imagine. Thetaste of this
may be morefiery and agringent than my present sensibility could endure." #* Again, sethe
above striptures - (2 Cor. 5:6-8. Rom. 8:17), “An d if childr en, then heirs; hers o God, and
joint-heir s with Christ; if so bethat we suffer with him, that we may bealsoglorifi ed together.
18 For | reckon that the suferings of this present timeare not worthy to becompasedwith the
glory which shal be revealed in us.” We suffer with Christ. He did his sufering on earth, not
in heaven! Our sufiering is dore on earh at this present time!

The work of redemption is continued by purgatory. He believed that purgatory was"A
process by which thework of redemption continues, and first perhapsbegins to benoticeable
after death." ® (Rev. 5:9), “A nd they sung anew song saying, Thou art worthy to take the
book, and to ogpen the saalsthereof: for thou wastslain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy
blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and peopé, and nation” Redenption is through
Christ's blood and His alone. No purgatoly enters into it. The priceis paid in full. (Heb. 7:25),
“W herefore heis ale also to save them to the uttermog that come unto God by him, seeing
he everliveth to make intercession br them.” 2*

He was a product of theistic evolution. " All my past; my ancestr al past; perhaps my
pre-human past." # (This alsolends itself to the possibity of reincarnation.) 2 “l will pr aise
thee; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made: marvellous are thy works; and that my soul
knoweth right well.”

He is probably madefor another world, but he might be satisfied with this world. "I f |
find in myself a desire which no experience in this world can satisfy, the mog probable
explanation is thatl wasmadefor anather world." Please notethe"if" and "p robable". This
IS not a concree staement assonme might mistakeit to be.It is vay nebulous. If he is satisied
with this world, then hewas nd madefor anaher world.
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Mysticism is ameansby which onecan leave "th is world" beforedeath. "I do na at all
regard mystical expetfence as an illsion. I think it shows that thereis away to go, before
death, out ofwhat may be calledthis world'..." "On ething common to all mysticisms is that
temporary shattering of our ordinary spatial and temporal consciousmess and obur discursive
intellect." Lewis daimed that he did not "attempt the precipices” like the "saints" and
"mystics" do. 2 What Lewis hae desaibes sainds like the modern day "to out-of-body
experiences!" It smacdks of seucing spirits.(1Tim. 4:1), “Now the Spirit speaketh expressly,
that in the latter times sane shdl depart fr om the faith, giving heed to ssducing spirits, and
doctrines of devils;, 2 Speaking lies in hypaocrisy; having their conscience seared with a hot
iron;” We ar e warned agairst people that tach such thirgs.(Col. 2:18) “Le t no man beguile
you of your reward in a voluntary humility and wa shipping of angds, intruding into those
things which he hath not seen, vainly puffed up by his fleshly mind, 19 And not holding the
Head, from which all thebody by joints and bands having nourishment ministered, and knit
together, increaseth with the increase of God.”

CREATION OF FANTASY WORLD GOD

Aslan, the PAGAN LION SOL AR DEITY is a god thecreator of C. S. Lewis’ animal
magical kingdom.

Lewis writes, “One moment there had been noting but darkness; next noment, a
thousand pants d light leaped out -- single stars, condellations and planets, brighter and
bigger than any in our world . . .

"...the Lion wasquite silent. He was going tand fro among theanimals. And evey now
and thenhewould goup to two of them. .. and towch their noses with his . .. The pairs which
he had touched instantly left their own kinds and followed him ... At last he stood still and
all the creatures whomhe had touched came and good in a widecir cle around him . .. [T]he
deepest, wildest voicethey had ever heard wassaying: 'Narnia awake Love. Think. Speak. Be
walking trees. Be talking leasts.'

"Ou't of the trees wild peoplesteppedforth, godsand goddessesf the wood; with them
came Faunsand Satyrs [man & goat] . . . Out of the river rose the river god with his Naiad
daughters (water spirts). And all theseand dl the beads and birds in their different voices .

. replied: 'Hail, Aslan. We hear andobey.We are anake. We love. Wehink . We speak. We
know."

"Cr eatures, | give you yourselves," said the strong, happy voice of Aslan. 'l give you
forever this land of Narnia ... Laughand fear not, aeatures. Now that you are no longer
dumb and witless, you need not ahays be grave. For jokes as well as justice comin with
speech.’

"l w ill call someof youto my council. Come hither to me, you the chief Dwarf and you
the River gad . .. For though the world is not five hours dd . . . a force d ewvil has dr eady
entered it; waked and brought hither by this Son of Adam.' The Beads. .. dl turned their
egyesonDigory. 'And asAdam's racehasdonetheharm, Adam's raceshdl help to heal it." 8
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BORN AGAIN

When the word repent is usedof humans beings, i ordinarily in dicates a corplete
change of character a forsaking of one’s past existencand an accetance of a vhole new
approach to life.

The fundamental message of the Hebrew prophes was repentance, acall to forsake the
worship of Baal or other sins vhich characteized the lives oftheir heresies and to ratrn to
faithful practice of the worship of the one tue God of Israel.?

When John the Baptist came with the spirit of Elijah, he prodaimed repentance asthe
necessay condition for escape fom the imminent judgement and entrance into the kingdom
of God.

In Jesus preaching, repentance was dosely connected with bdief in the gospd (MKk.
1:15).

Repentanceaffects the wiple man. It is not merely an exchange of ore setof external
actions andobservancesdr another but it's an inward turning, a recognition and disavowal
of one's dn coupled with the embradng of a newway o life, alife in conformity with the
teaching of Christ, a life charaderized by"frui ts meefor repentance.” (See:Acts 2:37; Ads
16:30; 2 Cor. 7:9-10. MK. 4:17; MKk. 1:15).%°

Heglls of an
instant of fear comng on him whenhewasa child. He writes,“l am afraid the psychologists
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will not be content to explain my insectfears bywhat a sinpler generation would diagnose as
their cause—a certain detestable picturein one of my nursery books. In it a midget child, a

sort of Tom Thumb, stood ona toadstool andwasthreatened frombelowby a stag beele very

much larger than himsdf. This was bad enough, but thereis worseto come. The hans d the

beetle were strips o cardboard searate from the plate and working ion a pivot. By moving

a devilish contraption on the versoyou could make them open and shut like pincers; snip-

shap-snip-snap— | can see it wlie | write. How a woman ordinarily so wise as ny mother

could have allowed ths abomination into the nursety is difficult understand. Unless, inleed
(for now a doubt assals me), unless hat pictureitsdf is a product of nightmare. But | think

not.” 32

AMAZ ING! This man that writes fearful fantasy boolks for children is confessing that
he was brmented by fear throughout his life by a picture of a gag bestle in a nurse'y book!
He even complains aout his mother for ALLOWING THIS ABOMINATION INTO THE
NURSERY! Imagine, it was just a picturein a nursa'y book that had caused his fears and
nightmares. It wassoimpressionabkto him that asa grown, intellectual professor, he wrote
about it and then blamed his mother.

Let's look at some more of the evidence. Lewis @courages white magic for childr en.
Magic is witchcraft involving wizards and witches. Magic is dso deception encompassing
sarcerous illusions. He is a modern day Judas Iscariot. Though the modern saibes and
pharisees tellus theLewis’ magicis different from “m agic.” We must reject their insanity that
is beingpromulgated mncerning thedemonic Lewis-Disneymovie, The Chroniclesof Narnia:
The Lion, The Witch, and The Wardrobe. These &ctorswill “directly lead to the destuction
of Christianity.

David L. Brown,Ph.D.,writes,"W hiteMagic isused for protection, healing injuries and
chivalrous war. Wiccans claim b practice onlythis "good" kind of magic. | know that is not
true.| have copiesof cursesthat " good witches' have it out against Chri stians. And let me
remind you that occult magic in any form is derived from Satan ard his diabolical horde.”
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Lik ely there are those who will protest, What's the big deal? It'©only a book - novie)
Look at Pagor Brown, says,“Li sten, games-books-movies arepower ful todls for capturing the
minds of chidren. (These fartasy-magical avenues) point theéhink ing of those who play them
in ad€finit edir ection and if that dir ection is na a wholesamedir ection, therecan beproblems.
Listen to who is playing the gane and what it is doing to them” **

Although Pastor David L. Brown, Ph.D. is writing about a "f antasy" card game, | believe
his information can dso apply to fantasy-magical books and movies.

Dr. Brown writes, “The game (movie) has literally captured the imagnations of
thousandsandtakenon alife of its own" 1/3 That is a mgajor problem. When anyore becones
preoccupied with thoughts that are an abomination to the Lord God Almighty thereis going
to betrouble. According to (2 Cor. 10:4-5), wemustregect thoughtsthat are contrary to God's
word, and brin g into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ. Ifa personrefuses to
do that (Rom. 1:21), reveals the onseqgiences - Because lhat, when they knew God, they
glorified him not asGod, neither were thankful; but became vain in their imagnations and
their foolish heart was darkened. A darkened kart is serious bisiness?®

Dr. Brown goes on to notify of danger parents, “Let me issue a solem warning to
parents, Magic: The Gathering (a card gane) is dangeroudecauseat conditionsthe minds of
the playersto be receptive to the occult and violence and those who really get into it become
addicted. It becomes the focus ofheir lives. “ ¥

Anthropomorphic Beast

Mythology is idolatrous and Satanic. The denonic Lewis-Disneymovie, The Chronicles
of Narnia: TheLion, The Witch, and The Wardrobeis dangerousto Christians and they must
avoid these fatasy movies and heir figures. These inages can bring powerful spirits into
homes. Many Christians bdieve that theseimages or sttues arejust art pieces thatthey use
for decoraion. Ignorance is na bliss. Demons are tormentors. Whenever sane Christians
disobey the Word of God, they can become subject to damonic spiritual attack. TheseSatanic
articles ae doorwaysfor Satan and his demonsto captivate and enslave the minds of people
that openthe door by accepting these imagsinto their homes (Ps. 2:3) says, Let us break
their bandsasunder, and cag away their cords fromus." *¥If you are oneof the millions who
have been duped by blinded religious leader's to go and e this demonic movie, repent. Ask
Jesusto forgive you.

(Deut. 7:25,26) gives aclear warning regarding graven images ofthesecreatures. These
images indudes drawings, imprints, diagrams, engravings, carvings, figurines, paintings,
computer print-outs, photographs, trinklets, artwork, jewelry and or any other representaion
of mythological creatures.

(Deut. 7:25-26),“The graven images of their gods shll ye burn with fire: thou shalt not
desire the silveror gold that is on them nor take it unto theeg lestthou be snared theein: for
itis an abomination to the LORD thy God.” 26 “Neither shalt thou bring an abomination into
thine house, lestthou be a cursdal thing like it: but thou shdt utterly detestit, and thou shalt
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utterly abhor it; for it is a cursed thing.”

In (verse 25), the Word of God clearly instruct His people to destroy all things related to
thesefantasy creatures by burning them with fire. Furth ermore, it tells us nd to desire any
silver or gold that is on them God conmmandsthat the believe is not to desre, or take for
personalreasons, orto give toany other individ ual under any circumstances. In this respect
God was vey strict and conmanded thatthere shoud not be eve any “desire’ for the item
or any part of it. There shauld also be no enotional attachment to the objects. Childr en will
become emotionally attached to thesetoys.

If a persan hasa problem destroying the abominable thing, then an ungodly saul tie
(demon) with it m ay be present. The Bible is very specific ancbommandsthat there shouldnot
be even any “desire’ for theitem or any part of it. A saul tie can bea linking spirit to the
personthat gavethe article to the believer. It could be a personthat isalive or a person that
is dead. In any case, the ungodly soul ties with it may be broken after the person repents.
Demonsare usually shielded by these souls ties and consequently, they should be cast out.
Theseimages may cause many problems in apersan’s life and also anyone théa lives in the
home. They can cause illnesses ofl &inds, nghtmares, headaches, pisical and spiritual
torments and even death.

There issevee danger in being associatedm any manner with demonic figures. Look at
(verse 25). It warns that the nythological creatures are abominations to God. These objets
are worshiped by idolatr ous peole and God will not live dong sde them.

The Bible amphatically tells us not to bri ng these imagesinto our homesles we become
accursdl like the accurseal thing. In other words, the item is dready cursel. If we take
possessiorof it, we will bring the curse upon ourselves. We becosmacairsed! Additionally,
instead of being amused, intrigued, or charmed by the images, we should utterly detest and
hate it.

Unfortunately, millions of Clristians are attacted to various denonic creatures of
mythology, especially the unicorn. They purchasetheseitems or acept them asgifts ther eby
bringing a curse upon them and their house (famly and possessios). Acordingly, they
endanger themsdves and others byshaing thedoom of the mythological item which is dr eady
cursed. As aresult, the curseupon thedemonic thing automatically comes upan theper san and
the home.

Christians should unquestionably have no relationship with fantasy figures. Fantasy
conditions the mind to ultim ately recave the" depths of Satan, “(Rev.2: 20-24) It also prepares
a pathway into practicing witchcratft.

LUKEWARM

If you have accpted Jesus Christ as your personal&vior, but have been very lukewarm
in your spiritu al walk with Him, you need to immediately ask Him for forgiveness and dr
renewal. He will instantly for giveyou, and fill your heart with the joy of the Holy Spirit. Then,
you need to begin a dily walk of prayer and personal Bide Study.
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If you have never accepted JesusChrist asSavior and wauld like to become Born Again,
